PM promotes ‘Stop the in-house violence’
Prime Minister Abhisit Vejjajiva opened the ceremony, “Stop domestic violence against females and children” campaign with many celebrities at J.J. Mall, Jatujak on February 7, 2010.

Bangkok--- Ministry of Social Development and Human Security (MSO) organized the campaign to promote banning domestic violence against females and children, which was known worldwide as the ‘White Ribbon’ campaign. 

MSO revealed that by 2008, the number of children and females victims who went to the One Stop Crisis Center (ศูนย์พึ่งได้), have been increasing to 19,068 victims with approximately 52 cases of domestic violence were reported per day.

“The government was aware of the importance to manage and solve the domestic violence problem. This problem was not only violated the human rights, but also impacted the country’s development,” said Prime Minister Abhisit at J.J. Mall, on Saturday.
According to MSO, domestic violence had the most significant impact toward children, as they could observe and reflected violent behavior and eventually committed violence.
The campaign aims to generate awareness and stop domestic violence in Thai society with the concept, ‘ Do not allow, Do not remain silent, Do not commit, violence against females, children, and domestic violence 
(ไม่ยอมรับไม่นิ่งเฉยไม่กระทำ ความรุนแรงต่อเด็ก       สตรีและความรุนแรง ในครอบครัว)’
Mr. Abhisit said that, the government had laid down the measures as well as emphasized on the Protection of Domestic Violence Victims Act B.E.2550 (2007) and the Child’s Protection Act. Thai society should understand that domestic violence is not a personal, but the society’s issue. Hence, the government is asking for media’ cooperation and forming a supporters’ network to solve this problem.

Later on, the Prime Minister participated in a walk to promote the campaign with politicians, celebrities from Channel 3 such as Anne-Thongprasom, Ken-Theeradej, MC of Poo ying- Teung-Poo ying program (รายการผู้หญิงถึงผู้หญิง), and pedestrians around Jatujak area. 
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
